In addition the agency has 23 apartments and homes located in Skokie, Des 

Plaines, Park Ridge, Schaumburg, Hoffman Estates, Mount Prospect, Arlington Heights, 

Palatine, and Barrington, which provide transitional housing for over 90 women and 

children each night.
